3. Crash helmets are strongly recommended and are compulsory for under 18 year olds.

4. Competitors take part on their own risk. The race organisers cannot be held responsible in anyway for loss, accident or damage to persons or property during the event.

5. Any competitor retiring from the race must notify race officials at the finish as soon as possible.

6. All competitors are obliged to render assistance to any other competitor who may be in difficulty.

7. Entry fee is £7.00 for BCU members or £8.00 for non BCU members.
(There will be an extra charge of £2 per seat for booking in on the day.)
